Aged in oak barrels for balance, smooth tannins, and a lingering 
finish.

• Extreme climate → hot summers, cold winters, wide temperature swings

• Rich soils of clay, limestone, and sand that give structure and complexity.

This demanding environment is where Tempranillo (Tinto Fino) thrives, 

producing wines that are powerful, elegant, and built to age.
